Slightly used coats are donated by
individuals and through various school coats
drives. The coats are first cleaned by Pre-

Last year (2008) Operation: New View
Community Action Agency distributed a
total 2,314 coats, mittens, gloves and

scarves through our Coats for Kids Project.
